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Started in 1937 by Lorine Jones Spoots and
twelve young women known as the Junior
Assistance Club, the group researched and
established the Central Index Bureau, which
was a clearinghouse for relief and social
agencies of the city. This index later became
the United Way. The Junior Assistance Club
patterned itself from the beginning on the
lines of the Junior League and, for this
reason, became a Junior League sooner than
is customary. The local Junior League was
accepted into the Association of Junior
Leagues of America in 1944 becoming one of
296 participating Leagues in the United
States, Canada, Mexico and England. Since
1944, the Junior League of Corpus Christi,
Inc. has continued its commitment to the
city by investing countless hours of
volunteer service and hundreds of
thousands of dollars into numerous ongoing
community programs.
